Dear Readers,

We are thrilled to share the 15th issue of Etkilesim, the Academic Journal of
the Uskiidar University Faculty of Communication. As in previous editions, this
issue fFeatures articles that engage with current and socially significant topics.
In the peer-review section, this issue has 12 research papers and 1 review pa-
per. In the commentary section, Etkilesim/Yorum, there is 1 review, 1 discus-
sion, 1 symposium evaluation, and 1 book review essay.

The first article of this issue, titled “Reconstruction of the Mountain Myth
Through the ‘Gondl Dagi’ TV Series,” is authored by Nursel Bolat and Esennur
Sirer. The authors trace the mountain myth from the past to the present, con-
ducting a descriptive analysis of the Géndil Dadi series in relation to Roland
Barthes’ concept of myth.

The next article is titled “Photography in the Age of Surveillance: Ethics
and the Photographer’s Responsibility.” The study, written by Ceyiz Makal
Fairclough, discusses photographic practices from ethical perspectives while
addressing the concepts of privacy and technology in the context of surveil-
lance within photographic practice.

In the following article titled “Advertising and Society: A Critical Evaluation
in the Light of Documentaries,” Mehmet Yakin discusses the effects of adver-
tising from a critical perspective, evaluating it in terms of gender, consum-
er culture, democratic processes, and the personalized advertising practices
shaped by digitalization.

The fourth article of this issue, titled “Analysis of Climate Policies Through
‘X’ Posts of Mayoral Candidates in the 2024 Tirkiye Local Elections,” examines
the climate crisis policies of mayoral candidates on social media. The study,
authored by Esra Demirci and Ozge Cengiz, discusses the extent to which the
candidates communicated their climate awareness and policies to the public.

In the article titled “Combating Disinformation with Blockchain Technolo-
gy,” Yakup Toktay and Ahmet Giiven explore the potential of blockchain tech-
nology in combating misinformation, fake news, manipulation, and propagan-
da.

In the next study, Giirel Fidan and Faruk Temel focus on health communica-
tion with their article titled “The Problematic of Interpersonal Communication
in Health Communication: Experiences of Dentists” and aim to identify the
issues that arise in the communication process between dentists and patients
from the dentists’ perspective.
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In the study titled “Artificial Intelligence Tools Used in Editing and the Ed-
iting Profession,” Rahime Akikol and Bahar Atmaca Demir examine the trans-
formation of editing practices through artificial intelligence tools and what
this transformation means professionally, based on in-depth interviews with
editing professionals.

Gllden Demir, in her article titled “Exploring New Media Students’ Atti-
tudes Towards Their Education,” aims to contribute to the current discussions
on new media education while investigating the experiences of new media
students regarding their education.

The next article is titled “A Comparative Study on Al Versus Human Design
in Communication Design Education” and is authored by Taner Kizilhan. The
study aims to compare the creative outputs of artificial intelligence and hu-
man designers.

The work of Hilal Ozlem Abusoglu and Bahar Balci Aydogan, titled “Self-Reg-
ulation in Journalism Through Reader Complaints: The Case of ‘Sikayetvar’,”
conducts a study on how self-regulation in the press operates through reader

complaints Facilitated by new communication technologies.

Bariskan Unal traces the representation of old age and elderly women in
Miyazaki films in his article titled "Older Women and Aging in Anime: Miyaza-
ki's Films."

The last research paper in this issue is by Atila Erdemir and is called “The
Public Sphere Function of “YouTube’ Comments on News Videos: A Thematic

Analysis.” The study investigates the public sphere function of YouTube com-
ments by examining the themes of comments made on news videos.

The peer-reviewed section of issue 15 concludes with a review article ti-
tled "Podcast within the Framework of Intermediality.” In this study, Cigdem
Ozkan Sev examines the journey of podcast broadcasting, focusing on its char-
acteristic features, the technological innovations it has brought to audio me-
dia, and how it connects with other types of media.

There are four essays in the commentary section, Etkilesim/Yorum, of
this issue of Etkilesim. Aytekin Zeynalova and Umud Orujov pen the first es-
say, titled “Azerbaijan’s Rising International Role and Strategic Contributions
at COP29.” In the following essay, Luciano Paccagnella presents a discussion
titled “The Erosion of Public Space in the Platform Society: From Data Colo-
nialism to Generative Al.” Yezdan Celebi presents her impressions of the 11th
International Communication Days held by the Faculty of Communication at
Uskiidar University last May, while in the final piece of the issue, Sezer Fener
conducts a review of the book titled “DIY Or Die! Do-It-Yourself, Do-It-Togeth-
er & Punk Anarchism.”

I'd like to thank all of the journal team members who contributed to this
issue of Etkilesim, as well as all the authors who chose to publish their works
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that shed light on the present and make significant contributions to communi-
cation studies in our journal. | wish all readers a pleasant reading experience.
